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Scientific Objectives 

The WDC for Space Sciences, Beijing (CSSDC), supports all aspects of Space Sciences research, such as space physics, geophysics, space environment and space weather and so on. CSSDC mainly holds and archives solar- terrestrial concerning data, including satellite and ground based observation, focusing on space weather or space environment data as solar active, interplanetary solar wind parameter and near-earth and cosmic ray data; exchanges data and does cooperation among the similar WDCs such as World Data Centers for Solar-Terrestrial Physics ,Boulder; and provides free data service for space science community. 

Vital Statistics 

The WDC for Space Sciences, Beijing (CSSDC) affiliated with Center for Space Science and Applied Research, CAS is maintained by Center for Space Environment Research and Forecast ,CAS. CSSDC as a whole ended 2003 has 9 employees (5 full time and 4 part time) and the total data amount near to 100GB mostly including satellite and ground-based observation, among  the cosmic ray data from Beijing Super-Electronic observatory is routinely published  via Solar Physics Data online .

Currently, the WDC for Space Sciences, Beijing is developing the formal data online service system in which the Chinese version is expected to be opened in April, 2004 via Web Address: http://cssdc.sepc.ac.cn/
In 2004, The mirror site in Beijing of Space Physics Interactive Data Resource ,SPIDR system developed by NGDC STP Division was finished and now is providing data service via Web Address: http://spidr.sepc.ac.cn/
